Guidelines for Table of Contents/graphical abstracts

e The graphic should be in the form of a structure, graph, drawing,
photograph, or scheme—or a combination.

e Generally, text should be limited to the labeling of compounds, reaction
arrows, and illustrations. Long phrases or sentences should be avoided.

e The graphical abstract size must not larger than 3.25 inches by 1.75 inches
(approx. 8.25 cm by 4.45 cm).

e Use a “Times New Roman” font with 8 pt, or not smaller than 6 pt.

e The graphic file format must be TIFF at 300 dpi for color and at 1200 dpi

for black and white.
